A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact subsection 3 of section 50-24.4-06, subsection 6 of
section 50-24.4-07, and section 50-24.4-15 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to

nursing home rate determination; and to provide an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 3 of section 50-24.4-06 of the North Dakota
Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows:
3. For purposes of determining rates, the department shall:
a. Include, contingent upon approval of the medicaid state plan by the centers for
medicare and medicaid services, allowable bad debt expenses in an amount not

to exceed one hundred eighty days of resident care per year or an aggregate of

three hundred sixty days of resident care for any one individual; and

- Notwithstanding section 50-24.4-07, include as an allowable cost any tax paid by
a basic care or nursing facility due to provisions of the federal Patient Protection
and Affordable Care Act [Pub. L. 111-148], as amended by the Health Care and
Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 [Pub. L. 111-152].
SECTION 2. AMENDMENT. Subsection 6 of section 50-24.4-07 of the North Dakota
Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows:
6. The facility shall report the education expense separately on the facility's cost report.

The expense is allowed-as-a-passthrough-andHs limited only by the fifteen thousand

dollar maximum per individual.
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SECTION 3. AMENDMENT. Section 50-24.4-15 of the North Dakota Century Code is

amended and reenacted as follows:

50-24.4-15. Preperty-relatedProperty costs.

4= The department shall include in the ratesetting system for nursing homes a payment

mechanism for the
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7 a maximum daily payment of property costs in an amount not to exceed the average

8 daily property cost rate on January 1, 2015, of all nursing homes in the state. The

9 department shall adjust the maximum daily payment each January by the amount of
10 the inflationary increase authorized by the legislative assembly in the department's
11 biennial appropriation. For purposes of this section, "property costs" means those
12 costs identified by the department in the cost category for allowable real property
13 costs.
14 SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act is effective for rate years beginning after

15 December 31, 2016.
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
