SB 2175 second engrossment with House Amendments eliminates the withholding of $.07 per gallon from ag-
related fuel tax refunds, and creates the supplemental extension and research fund.

Section 2 of re-engrossed SB 2175 with House Amendments eliminates the requirement that $.07 per gallon be
withheld from all ag-related fuel tax refunds for distribution to the agricultural research fund. This change will
increase fuel refunds and reduce revenues in the agricultural research fund by an estimated $230,000 in the 2015-
17 biennium.
