The Bill modifies language relating to the immunization program and changes language no longer mandating the 
North Dakota Department of Health (DoH) to supply vaccines to insured children using general fund appropriation 
on behalf of the Local Public Health Units (LPHUs) for those under age 19.

The language is amended and the Department of Health is no longer required to provide vaccines to LPHUs. The 
DoH will no longer supply vaccines for insured children at the LPHUs, which will result in savings to the general 
fund. LPHUs are able to bill insurance for vaccines given to insured children so there should be no fiscal impact to 
local government.

The reduction in expenditures is a result of no longer supplying vaccines for insured children vaccinated at the 
LPHUs. The LPHUs will be able to purchase the vaccines and bill insurance for these costs. The Department will 
continue to provide vaccines for Medicaid, uninsured, Native American and Native Alaskan children under the 
federal Vaccines for Children (VCF) program. As part of the allotment during the current biennium, purchasing of 
vaccines was discontinued effective July 1, 2016 resulting in a reduction of $1,700,000 from the general fund.
