House Bill 1030 changes the expiration date from June 30, 2019 to June 30, 2021 for the higher education funding 
formula's minimum amount payable clause.

The statutory higher education funding formula provides monies from the state general fund to institutions of higher 
education for ongoing operational costs. The appropriation varies from biennium to biennium based on changes in 
the actual student credit hour production, which is weighted by three factors: instructional program classification, 
credit completion volume and institutional size. The 96% minimum amount payable establishes a funding floor for 
the general fund appropriation, which serves to limit funding decreases as credit production drops. This provides 
additional time for institutions to respond to the change in funding levels.
