SB 2257 authorizes the governor, in consultation with the tax commissioner, to enter into state-tribal agreements
with any tribe regarding the administration of alcoholic beverage and tobacco wholesale taxes, and the alcoholic
beverages gross receipts tax.

Section 1 of SB 2257 sets forth the parameters for an agreement between any tribe and the state to administer a
wholesale alcoholic beverage tax, a wholesale tobacco tax, and a alcoholic beverage gross receipts tax. The bill
also provides the parameters for the tax revenue allocation between the tribe and the state.

Any fiscal impact will depend on which tribes enter into an agreement and when it will become effective. The fiscal
impact cannot be determined.
