Engrossed HB 1040 with Conference Committee Amendments creates an income tax credit for the purchase of 
machinery and equipment to automate a manufacturing process in this state.

Section 1 of the bill provides for an income tax credit equal to twenty percent of the cost of qualifying machinery and 
equipment purchased within the tax year. To qualify, the machinery and equipment must upgrade or advance a 
manufacturing process in this state, which leads to a 5% increase in average wages, workforce safety, or output.

The bill limits the combined allowable tax credits to a maximum of $1 million per calendar year. If total credits 
claimed in a calendar year are less than $1 million, the unclaimed credits are carried over and added to the following 
calendar year's $1 million limit. Based on the usage of a similar credit in tax years 2013 through 2017, it is expected 
that the maximum credits allowed will be claimed by taxpayers. If enacted, Engrossed HB 1040 with Conference 
Committee Amendments is expected to reduce state general fund revenues by $2 million in the 2019-21 biennium.
