CHAPTER 56.
[S. B. No. 185—Pierce]

ESTABLISHMENT OF BAVINGS BANKS.

AN ACT Providing for the Establishing of Bavings Banks and Defining
the Powers and Restrictions of the Same.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. OrcaNIZATION.] Any number of persons, not less than
five, at least three of whom must be residents of this state, may
associate themselves together for the purpose of organizing and
operating a savings bank, by complying with the provisions of
sections 4636, 4637 and 4638 of the Revised Codes and thereupon
shall be vested with the powers provided for in sections 4639
and 4640 of the Revised Codes, subject to such limitations as
are in this act provided.

§ 2. CaprraL stock.] The capital of every such savings bank
shall be divided into shares of the par value of One Hundred
($100.00) Dollars each, and shall not be less than twenty-five
thousand ($25,000) Dollars in cities, towns or villages having a
population of less than five thousand, nor less than fifty thou-
sand ($50,000) Dollars in cities having a population of five thou-
sand or more, and the capital stock of every association incorpor-
ated hereunder, shall be paid up in full before such corporation
shall be authorized to commence business.

§ 3. MawnagemMeENT. OFrricERS. MEETINGS.] The business and
property of savings banks incorporated hereunder shall be man-
aged by a board of directors, not less than five, nor more than
nine, the majority of whom shall be residents of this state, all
of whom shall be share-holders, and no person shall be eligible
as director of any savings bank, nmor can he qualify to serve
as such, unless he owns in his own right not less than ten (10)
shares of the capital stock in such bank. Each director before
acting as such, shall take an oath that he will diligently, faith-
fully and impartially perform the duties imposed upon him by
law, that he will not violate or willingly permit to be vio-
lated any of its provisions; that he is the owner in his own
right of ten (10) shares of the capital stock of such savings bank,
and that the same is not hypothecated as security to any loan
or debt, which oath shall be filed with and preserved in the
office of the public examiner. The directors at their first meet-
ing and as often thereafter as the by-laws require, shall elect
from their number a president, whose term shall be indetermin-

RELATING TO DRAINAGE, PROTEST, RIGHT-OF-WAY, COMPEN-
SATION.

AN ACT To Amend Sections 1821 and 1828 of the Revised Codes of 1905
as Amended in Chapter 93 of the Session Laws of 1907, and also to
Amend Section-1825 of the Revised Codes of 1905, Relating to Drainage,
Protest, Right-of-Way, Compensation.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. AMENDMENT.] Sections 1821 and 1828 are hereby amend-
ed to read as follows:

§ 1821. How EsTABLISHED.] A petition for the construction
of a drain may be made in writing to the board of drain com-
missioners, which petition shall designate the starting point and
terminus and general course of the proposed drain. If among
the leading purposes of the proposed drain are benefits to the
health, convenience or welfare of the peoplé of any city or other
municipality, the petition shall be signed by a sufficient number
of the citizens of such municipality or municipalities to satisfy
the board of drain commisioners that there is a public demand
for such drain. If the chief purpose of such drain is the drain-
age of agricultural, meadow, grazing or other lands, the petition
shall be signed by at least six or more freeholders whose prop-
erty shall be affected by the proposed drain. Upon the pre-
sentation of a petition as hereinbefore provided and filing of the
same, the board of drain commissioners shall personally as
soon as practicable proceed to examine the line of the proposed
drain, and if in its opinion it is necessary for the public good,
it shall enter a resolution to that effect, and shall also enter a
resolution designating a competent surveyor who shall survey

AN ACT Providing for the Payment of Fees Collected by the North Da-
kota Government Experiment Station, Into the State Treasury.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. PAYMENT OF MONEYS INTO TREASURY.] All moneys receiv-
ed by the North Dakota Government Agricultural Experiment
Station for the Registration of beverages or of other produects,
or for the inspection of the same or any other products, shall be
paid into the state treasury at the end of each month.

§ 2. EMERGENCY.] .An emergency is hereby declared to exist
and this act shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage and approval.

3. The third sub-division consists of the county of Dunn, and
two terms of the district court shall be held therein each year
at Manning, the county seat of said county, commencing at such
time as the judge of said court shall direct.

4. The fourth sub-division consists of the county of Hettinger
and two terms of the district court shall be held therein each
vear at Mott, the county seat of said county, commencing on
the first Tuesday in February and the second Tuesday in Nov-
ember.

5. The fifth sub-division consists of the county of Bowman
and two terms of the district court shall be held therein each
year at Bowman, the county seat of said county, commencing on
the third Tuesday in June and the fourth Tuesday in October.

6. The sixth sub-division consists of the county of Adams
and two terms of the district court shall be held therein each
year at Hettinger, the county seat of said county, commencing
on the first Tuesday in April and the second Tuesday in Oectober.

§ 2. In the event of any new county or counties being created
within the said tenth judicial district it shall be the duty of the
judge of said court to hold two terms of the district court in
each year in each new county that is created out of the ter-
ritory within the said tenth judicial distriet, at such times as
the judge of said court shall direct.

§ 3. CHaMBERS OF THE JUDGE.] The court of the tenth jud-
icial district, shall, excepting such times as the court is actually
engaged in'the holding of a term of said court in any of the
counties of said district, have its chambers for the purpose of
holding and transacting such business as may come before it,
at Dickinson, the county seat of Stark county, on the first Monday
in each month.

§ 4. Rerear.] All acets and parts of acts inconsistent with the
provisions of thig act are hereby repealed.

§ 5. EMERGENCY.] An emergency exists in this that the terms
of court in some of the counties named in this act are required
to be holden prior to July 1, 1911, therefore, this act shall take
effect and be in force from and after its passage and approval.

§ 3. Dures oF FiELD OFFICERS.] It shall be the duty of the
officer who is or may hereafter he provided by law to look after
the welfare of persons whose sentences have been suspended or
who have been paroled, to supervise, care for and account for
all persons paroled according to the law of this state, to keep
a complete record of paroled persons and to report to the warden
of the state penitentiary from time to time all matters pertaining
to the employment, conduct and whereabouts of each person
under parole from the penitentiary, and in addition to render
a full and complete report at the end of each month of all persons
paroled from the penitentiary. It shall also be his duty to ap-
prehend and return to the penitentiary all persons that have
violated their paroles. Further it shall be the duty of the field
officer to devote all of his time to the discharge of his duties as
field officer, and such other duties as may be assigned to him
in connection with the state penitentiary and the state peniten-
tiary twine plant and other industries maintained by the state
at the North Dakota state penitentiary, and that he shall at all
times be subject to the order of the warden of the state peniten-
tiary, and he shall make reports direct to the warden on all
matters pertaining to his duties as field officer and other duties
to which he may be assigned.

§ 2. Repear.] All acts and parts of acts in conflict with this
act are hereby repealed.

§ 3. EMERGENCY.] An emergency exists from reason of the
fact that a bill has been introduced at this session of the legis-
lature changing the designation of the field officer referred
to in section 3 of this chapter and this amendment is required
to make said section conform to other laws on this subject, par-
ticularly chapter 174 of the laws of 1909, therefore this act shall
be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.
