17-02-03-01. Filing addresses.

Every chiropractor shall file with the executive director of the board of examiners:

1. A valid email address and the chiropractor's mailing address in the city and location of the 
place where the chiropractor conducts practice; and

2. Shall report the name of any other city and place wherein the chiropractor maintains a branch 
office for the purpose of practice.

17-02-03-02. Reporting contagious or infectious diseases.

To comply with the state law regarding contagious or infectious diseases, the chiropractor shall 
immediately notify the health officer of the region of the existence of such diseases in accordance with 
the state department of health list of contagious or infectious diseases.

17-02-03-03. Releasing patients from quarantine.

17-02-03-04. Reporting child or vulnerable adult abuse.

A chiropractor having knowledge of or reasonable cause to suspect that there is child or vulnerable 
adult abuse or neglect is mandated to report the circumstances to the department of human services if 
the knowledge or suspicion is derived from information received by the chiropractor in the chiropractor's 
professional capacity.
