Bismarck , January 10, 1972
The Convention was called to order at 9:00 a.m ., by President
Wenstrom .
Prayer was offered by Rev. Walter Schott, Pastor, Church of
the Good Shepherd , Mandan .
" Our eternal God and loving heavenly Father , we give thee
thanks for this new day that you have given to us, and for the
opportunities that will be ours to serve Thee and our fellowmen .
We ask for Thy divine blessing to rest upon this assembly that
is gathered here . We're grateful to these men and women who
have taken time out of their busy lives to come here and be a
part of a session that will ultimately effect the lives of all of us
now and in the future . May they not only be guided by their con
sciences , but may each one be willing to let their minds , their wills ,
and their emotions be guided by the Holy Spirit . May through
the many dedicated hours of work there come forth a Constitu
tion that will help to make this a better State , and a people that
will be able to serve both God and man in a more effective way .

This proposal would create a different
body , perhaps a particular military body or military force . I
approve of the militia not as a separate military body.
Delegate Omdahl : “ I voted No on Proposal 1 - 10 because I feel
this is strictly a legislative matter and it should not be in the
constitution .
