SECOND DAY
Bismarck, April 7, 1971

The Constitutional Convention convened with President Wenstrom
presiding.

Prayer was offered by Rev. John L. MacMullen, Pastor, Mandan
Methodist Church, Mandan, North Dakota.

“Our Heavenly Father, we approach Thy majestic throne rever-
ently . . . and with deep sincerity. The members of this Convention
are gathered for a reason and a work, the results of which will live
on after we have left the scene of our earthly habitation. Theirs
is a tremendous responsibility. The ramifications of this respons-
ibility far surpasses our present comprehension and we turn to Thee
for guidance, for courage, for wisdom that the end results of what
is accomplished by this convention may be of Thy making . . . and
therefore . . . workable and acceptable.

. . . for the work that they leave behind that they may spend this
time on behalf of all citizens of our fair state. Grant, O God, that
this work that will be so tedious may also prove enjoyable to each
of these here gathered . . . in times when disharmony may be present,
grant understanding to each and the desire to hear each other open-
mindedly. We commit these to Thy special blessing and concern,
in the name of Jesus Christ, Our Savior. Amen!”

After further discussion, Delegate Hardmeyer then moved that the
Convention reconsider the action by which the Report of the Tem-
porary Committee on Credentials, Offices, Elections and Vacancies be
laid o_\lze(xi‘ until each Delegate has a copy at his desk, which motion
prevailed.

REPORT OF SELECT COMMITTEE

Mr. President: Your Temporary Committee on Credentials, Of-
fices, Elections and Vacancies recommends the following.

Section 1: That the qualifications and credentials of all delegates
are in order.

Section 2: Duties of the president:

The president shall be the chief executive of the Convention and all
other officers and employees shall be subject to his general super-
vision. He shall preside at sessions of the convention and of the
committee of the whole, and exercise the usual powers and perform
the usual duties of a presiding officer. He shall preserve order and
decorum. He may speak to points of order and, subject to an appeal
to the convention or to the committee of the whole, shall decide
points of order. He may vote in all elections, on all questions taken
by ayes and nays, except the president may not vote twice, once
to cause a tie vote and then again to break it.

Section 3: The Constitutional Convention shall elect a first vice-
president and a second vice-president who shall carry out such duties
and powers as assigned by the president.

If the president is temporarily absent or temporarily unable to
preside, the first vice-president, or, in the absence or inability of the
first vice-president to preside, the second vice-president shall exer-
cise the powers and perform the duties of the president and shall pre-
side over the convention or the committee of the whole. If a vacancy
occurs in the office of president, the first vice-president shall tem-
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porarily exercise the powers of the office of president until the Con-
vention elects a president to fill the office.

Section 4: The Constitutiona] Convention shall elect one of its
i'.lelegates as secretary, and the duties of the secretary shall be as fol-
ows:

The secretary shall have custody and preserve all proposals, reso-
lutions, committee reports, and all other records, books, documents
and paﬁfrs of the Convention. He shall not permit them to be taken
out of his custody except in the regular course of the business of the
convention.

He shall certify and deliver to the Secretary of the State the re-
visions or alteration of or amendments to the constitution as ap-
proved by the convention for submission to the electorate.

He shall cause to be kept and furnish to each delegate a printed
Journal of the proceedings of the convention for the previous day
which, when approved by the convention, shall be the official Journal
of the Convention. He shall also cause to be kept and to be submitted
to the convention for approval a verbatim record of the proceedings
of sessions of the convention and meetings of the committee of the
whole. He shall have such other duties as stipulated in these rules,
but, after consultation with the president, he may delegate part of
his duties to employees designated by the president. I%e may not,
however, delegate the duty of certifying the revision or alteration of
or amendment to the constitution approved by the convention for
submission to the electorate.

Section 5: The officers be elected by a majority of the elected
delegates by secret ballot.

Section 6: If a permanent vacancy occurs in the office of presi-
dent, the first vice-president shall temporarily preside until the con-
vention elects a president to {ill the office in the same manner in
which the officer was first elected.

If a permanent vacancy occurs in the office of any of the vice-
presidents or in the office of the secretary, the president shall ap-
point a member to exercise the powers of that vacant office until
the convention fills the vacancy in the same manner in which the
officer was first elected.

Section 7: If a permanent delegate vacancy in the convention oc-
curs when the convention is not in session, the president in consulta-
tion with the vice-presidents and the delegate or delegates from that
district, shall appoint a delegate from that district in which the va-
cancy occurred.

Delegate Hardmeyer moved that the report be adopted.

Delegate Stanton moved to amend the Report of the Temporary
Fommittee on Credentials, Offices, Elections and Vacancies as fol-
ows:

Following Section 6: delete “If a permanent vacancy cccurs in
the cffice of president, the first vice president shall temporarily
preside until the convention elects a president to fill the office
in the same manner in which the officers was {irst elected.” and insert
in lieu thereof the following: *“If a permanent vacancy occurs in
the office of president, the first vice-president shall assumc the
office and duties of the president of the convention.” The second
and the motion later were withdrawn.

Delegate Longmire moved that further consideration of the Report
of the Committee on Credentials, Offices, Elections and Vacancies
be laid over until tomorrow, which mwotion was then withdrawn.

Delegate Longmire moved that the Report of the Temporary Ccm-
mittee on Credentials, Offices, Elections and Vacancies be tabled until
tomorrow morning, which motion prevailed.

Delegate Rundle moved that the Committee Assignment Preference
Slips be completed this evening and left on the desks, which motion
was seconded. Later the second and the motion were withdrawn.

President Wenstrom declared the Convention recessed until 10 a.m.,
