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construction fund in House Bill No. 1037 by $1,713,057 relating to the lease 
payments included in House Bill No. 1012 for the Grafton State School and the 
State Hospital. The general fund transfer in House Bill No. 1037 is reduced 
from $6,545,000 to $4,831,943. 

In addition, these amendments provide for a contingency sale of loans 
outstanding up to $4,200,000 in the developmental disabilities revolving loan 
fund to the Bank of North Dakota with $4,158,511 of the proceeds transferred 
to the Department of Human Services and appropriated for the cost of 
predicted increased caseloads in the medical assistance, AFDC, and foster 
care programs. This transfer would take place only if other income does not 
become available, and a request for funds are denied by the Emergency 
Commission and the Fifty-second Legislative Assembly. In addition, federal 
and county matching funds of $8,113,158 are appropriated in this bill.
