This plan
costs a family $297 a month.

A NO vote is saying that these taxpayers that provide the plan for me cannot
get the plan. To me it is like saying, when we had a problem with rust in
the late fifties/early sixties and we developed Waldron, a rust resistant
wheat, that even though this was a great wheat variety, we were only going to
permit Waldron wheat to be used by legislators and state employees. Can you
imagine the wrath of the citizens?

We have a program for giving people housing options through the North Dakota
housing finance agency. We do some things to write down some interests and
do some things to promote people to get housing and at the end of that we
said, but the only people who can take advantage of this deal, even though
the citizens paid for it, are lTegislators and state employees.

individual whose body produces sperm or egqg used for the
purpose_of conceiving a child for that individual.

3. "Gestational carrier"’ means an adult woman who enters into an
agreement to have an embryo implanted in her and bear the
resulting child for intended parents, where the embryo is
conceived by using the egg and sperm of the intended parents.

4. "Surrogate" means an adult woman who enters into an agreement
to bear a child conceived through assisted conception for
intended parents.

SECTION 2. A new section to chapter 14-18 of the North Dakota
Century Code is created and enacted as follows:

Paternity. Paternity of a child born to a gestational carrier is
governed by chapter 14-17.

SECTION 3. REPEAL. Section 14-18-02 of the North Dakota Century
Code is repealed.

SECTION 4. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency
measure."
