The amount of $100,008, or so much 
of the amount as i s necessary, included in the estimated income line 
item i n sect ion 1 of this Act is to be spent from earnings of the 
veterans ' postwar trust fund for the tuition programs provided for in 
chapters 3HJ7.l and 37-07.2 for the biennium beginning July l, 1995, 
and ending June 30, 1997. It is the intent that the $100,000 be used 
for tuition payments for veterans as defined by section 37-01-40. 

SECTION 5. SPECIAL FUNDS. The amount of $130,000, or so much of

SECTION 6 . CONTINGENT TRANSFER - APPROPRIATION. Notwithstanding 
the provisions of section 37-14-14, and contingent upon the governor's 
budget reconrnendati on for the 1997-99 biennium identifying and 
requesting an appropriation from the veterans' postwar trust fund, 
there is hereby appropr i ated and the state treasurer shall transfer as 
provided by th i s section the sum of $2,250,000 from the pr incipal 
balance of the veterans' postwar trust fund as follows: $1,000,0CJO to 
the adjutant general for deposit i n the North Dakota militia foundation 
for the purpose of estab lishing a permanent endowment fund for the 
ope rat ions of the veterans' cemetery and $1,25CJ,000 to the veterans' 
home for deposit in a pemanent endo~ment fund for the future 
operations of the veterans ' home. 
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These transfe r s sha l l take place irrrned i ate ly a f ter the 
adjournmen t of the December 1996 organizational session i f the 
executive budget, as presented by the governor to the legislative 
asserrbly during t he December 1996 organizat iona l session, identifi es 
and requests any appropriations from the veterans ' postwar trust fund. 
If there are no transfers from the veterans' postwar trust fund in the 
governor's budget reconmendation for the 1997-99 biennium, the 
transfers authorized in this sect i on sha l l not take p l ace. 

All interest accruing on the transfers in t his section from the 
time of the transfer through J une 30, 1997, 111Jst be ceposi ted in the 
veterans' postwar trust fund. 

SECTIOn 7. AMENDMENT . Section 54-45-03 of t he 993 Supplement 
to the North Dakota Century Code is amended and reenacted as follows: 

54-45-63. Expenditure Df funds - Limitation. The co11TT1C1nding 
officer, tlorth Dakota wing, civil air patrol, may expend appropriated 
grant funds as admin i stered by the aePeRai;ties eeR111issieA adjutant 
general. A report of expenditure of grant funds must be issued to the 
aePeAai;ties eelflflissieR adjutant general annually. A general fund grant 
line item must be appropriated within the ael"eRai;ties eelflflissieH ' s 
adjutant general 's budget. These funds may be expended to support the 
mission of the civil air patrol as determined by the cornnanding 
officer . No funds may be expended for uniforms or personal equipment 
of any merrber of the civil air patrol. All state equipment on 
inventory with the civi l air patrol on July 7, 1991, and related to the 
mission of the civil a i r patrol rrust be transferred to the North Dakota 
wing of the civil air patrol. 

SECTION 8. EFFECTIVE DATE. Sections 4, 5, and 6 of t his Act are 
effective on December 31, 1995."
