27-08.1-05. Judgment. The court wilt shall enter a written judgment indicating
its decision on all cases filed with the court on the basis of the evidence presented. A
judgment must be entered even if either party fails to appear at the hearing. The court
may award the costs of the action to the prevailing party. A judgment of the small
claims court has the same force, effects, and attributes of a judgment of the district
court.
