Upon request, the bee inspector
shall provide inspection services to beekeepers, provide assistance in the location of
bee colonies for pollination purposes, facilitate the interstate movement of bees,
promote improvements in apicultural practices, and work with institutions of higher
education to promote the apiary industry. If the bee inspector or a deputy inspector
receives a complaint frem—a—beekeeper—actal-sprayer—erfarmer, the inspector may
enter private property during reasonable hours to make an external inspection for the
purpose of identifying a colony."
