AN ACT to provide an appropriation for defraying the expenses of the division of emergency
management.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. The funds provided in this section, or so much of the funds
as may be necessary, are hereby appropriated out of any moneys in the general fund in the state
treasury, not otherwise appropriated, and from special funds derived from federal funds and other
income, to the division of emergency management under the supervision of the adjutant general for the
purpose of defraying its expenses, for the biennium beginning July 1, 1997, and ending June 30, 1999,
as follows:

Salaries and wages $ 1,836,756
Operating expenses 1,067,062
Equipment 154,910
Grants 12,838,000
Total all funds $ 15,896,728
Less estimated income 15,597,093
Total general fund appropriation $ 299,635

SECTION 2. STATE HAZARDOUS MATERIAL PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE FUND.
The estimated income line item in section 1 of this Act includes $324,991 from the state hazardous
material preparedness and response fund for the biennium beginning July 1, 1997, and ending
June 30, 1999.
