Electricity transmission and distribution lines - Differentiation. For purposes of this
titte and chapter 57-33.1, lines with an electricity-carrying capacity of 41.6 kilovolts or more are
transmission lines, and lines with an electricity-carrying capacity less than 41.6 kilovolts are

distribution lines.
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
