SCR 4030: A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Council to study the management
responsibilities of the Industrial Commission, the mission and location of each entity
within and under the direction of the Industrial Commission, the membership of the
Industrial Commission, and the voting structure of the Industrial Commission.
