Thishill provides for alicense fee credit for lessees that is not currently available to them. Since the leasing companies
do not customarily use the credit available to them under current law, it is anticipated there will be asmal reduction in
revenue if lessees take advantage of the provisons of thishill. It isnot possible to accurately estimate the fisca impact
asitisnot known how many lessees will have credit avallable at the end of their leases or how many will purchase a
replacement vehicle and use any remaining credit they may have. The abovefiscd effects are a"best guess' etimate
only.

For purposes of thisworkshes, it was estimated the total revenue loss to the Highway Tax Distribution Fund would
be $60,000 in the 2001-2003 biennium and $66,000 for the 2002-2005 hiennium.
