The bill amendment clarifies that Domestic 
Violence should be treated as an incapacity, which allows recipients to be excused temporarily from work 
requirements.  This would also allow recipients to receive assistance beyond the 60 month time limit imposed by 
federal regulations.  This is allowed under the current statute, however, this proposed bill is a clarification of that 
statute.  System changes would not be required if this amendment passes.
