HB1444, first engrossment with Senate amendments, does not include an appropriation for this program.  The 
Senate added $250,000 to the student grant block grant in subdivision 1 of Section 1 of Engrossed SB2003 for 
this teacher training program.  However, Engrossed SB2003 does not include language that would allow the 
$250,000 to be used to support this teacher training program.  Without specific appropriation language in either 
HB1444 or SB2003, the $250,000 currently contained in the student grant block grant in SB 2003 would have to 
be used for existing student aid programs (i.e. State Grant, Scholar's, Indian Scholarship and Professional Student 
Exchange Program).
