Thishill requires ingpection of foreign agriculturd products, if the products are sold in North Dakota for alower
price than the products are sold for in the foreign country. The ingpection fee isto be equa to the price difference
between the two countries. We assume that 99% of such products will come from Canada. Prices received for
Canadian agricultura products are not available. Therefore, we are unable to determine which products are to be
ingpected nor are we able to determine an inspection fee. We have estimated the cost of ingpections, should price
information become available.
