Indemnity for diseased animals paid by the state over the last five years has been approximately $100,000. The
cost to the state has ranged from $3,000 for a disease outbreak in shegp in 1998 to almost $70,000 for the bovine
tuberculosis outbresk in 1999. We have interpreted the current statute broadly and the Emergency Commission
has concurred and provided indemnity payments. Thisbill clarifies the process, but should not result in additional
expenditures beyond the current law. The monies have been provided by the Emergency Commission, because no
other funds are gppropriated for indemnity purposes.
