The original meat inspection bill did not address license fees for inspected official and custom plants. This measure 
will require a license fee for custom exempt plants and official state plants to offset some of the costs of the 
inspections.

The state presently has 98 custom plants that would be required to be licensed at $50 per year. Total revenue from 
custom plants for the biennium is estimated at $9,800. The Department of Agriculture estimates that there should be 
11 official state plants at $100 license fee per year for total revenue of $2,200 per year.
