Although the SOS has never charged afee for such afiling, 54-09-04(5) implied that such afee should be
charged unless exempted in the paragraph at the end of 54-09-04. Therefore, to make sure that the law was
absolutely clear and reflected actud practice, the amendment in Section 4 was requested and adopted by the
Senate. In other words, this was a housekeeping admendment.
