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A BILL for an Act to create and enact a new section to chapter 19-10 of the North Dakota

Century Code, relating to the sale of alcohol-blended gasoline.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 19-10 of the North Dakota Century Code is

created and enacted as follows:

Retail sale of alcohol-blended gasoline - Content and storage.

1. Beginning January 1, 2004, a retail dealer must offer alcohol-blended gasoline

from at least one pump at each place of business, filling station, or pump station

from which motor vehicle fuel is sold or offered for sale at retail to a consumer.

2. Beginning January 1, 2005, a retail dealer must offer alcohol-blended gasoline

from at least one pump dispensing the lowest octane rating of gasoline at each

place of business, filling station, or pump station from which motor vehicle fuel is

offered for sale or sold at retail to the consumer.

3. This section does not apply to a retail dealer who does not have a storage tank

warranted by its manufacturer for the storage of alcohol-blended gasoline.
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
