BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 54-03-28 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

The public employees retirement system shall include the mandated coverage or

payment in any contract for health insurance which becomes effective after the

adjournment of the leqislative session during which the mandated coverage or

payment was enacted regardless of whether the measure becomes effective after

the effective date of the contract. After the first year during which the mandated

coverage or payment has been applied, the public employees retirement system

shall report to the legislative council on the effect of the mandated coverage or

payment on the system's health insurance programs. The report must include

information on the utilization and costs relating to the mandated coverage or

payment and a recommendation on whether the coverage or payment should

continue. The legislative council shall consider whether to recommend a bill for

introduction during the next legislative session to amend or repeal the provisions

relating to the mandated coverage or payment.
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
