AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 11-15 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating
to the jurisdiction of county law enforcement officers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 11-15 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

County law enforcement officer - Fresh pursuit. A county law enforcement officer in fresh
pursuit may enter another county and may continue within that county in fresh pursuit to make an
arrest, in compliance with a warrant or without a warrant under the conditions of section 29-06-15, if
obtaining the aid of law enforcement officers having jurisdiction in that county would cause a delay

permitting escape. As used in this section, "fresh pursuit” means fresh pursuit as defined in section
29-06-07.
