This bill increases the penalties for a number of sexual offenses. It also creates a new offense "luring minors by 
computer" and establishes penalties for this crime. These changes in penalties could result in a number of sex 
offenders receiving more lengthy sentences.  Both county jails and the North Dakota Department of Corrections 
and Rehabilitation(DOCR) could be affected by this bill. County budgets will be affected if offenders receive more 
lengthy jail sentences and the DOCR's budget will be affected  if additional offenders are sentenced to incarceration 
with the DOCR or if offenders receive more lengthy sentences of incarceration. It is not possible however to 
estimate the fiscal effect of this bill since  it is not possible to estimate the number of offenders who would receive 
stiffer sentences because of the penalty changes included in the bill.

Therefore the Department is not able to project the impact on expenditures and appropriations for the 2001-2003 
and 2003-2005 biennia.
