Tuition and misdlaneous income currently gppropriated as estimated income; and locd funds, including room and
board revenues, gifts, financid ad, federa grants and contracts,and other income, appropriated in a specid line
item would be retained at the campus level and not be specificaly appropriated by the legidature. Rather these



non-state genera fund sources of revenues would be gppropriated through a continuing appropriation. Unexpended
funds a the end of the biennium would remain &t the campus. Thisis consstent with the pecific recommendation of
the Roundtable as follows. "Executive and Legidative branches:

a Removedl income, including tuition, which isin addition to the Sate generd fund
appropriation, from the specific appropriation process.

b. Modify processes to provide campuses budgetary flexibility by: removing restrictions on the use of carryover
funds from one biennia period to the next.”

Allowing campuses to retain revenues locally creates additiond operating flexibility and will dlow campusesto be
more entrepeneurid and able to maximize the use of dl funds.
