The $400,000 in federal funds is for
admnistration and grants to schools for the
Partners in Character Education grant. Under
federal law, the responsibility for the Partners
i n Character Education grant nust renain with
DPI .

For the 2001-03 biennium $115,285 is all ocated
for 1.05 FTE sal ari es and wages and $4, 715 is
al | ocated for operating expenses. The renai ni ng
$280,000 is for grants to school s.

Adm ni stration of the grant involves a project
coordinator (.35 FTE), a cl earninghouse director
who is responsible for distribution of resources
to partner schools (.35 FTE), and a part-tine



secretary (.35 FTE). The cl eari nghouse director
and secretary are .35 FTE Character Education and
the remaining .65 FTE for these two enpl oyees is
assigned to D vision of |ndependent Study
activities.

The D vision of |Independent Study physically
houses four DPl outreach enpl oyees: one Speci al
Education, 2 Early Chil dhood Tracking, and 1
School for the Deaf. Since the Division is a unit
of the DPI, a nomnal rental fee is currently
charged to Speci al Education and Early Chil dhood
for space occupied in the building. The School
for the Deaf pays no rental fee for its enpl oyee.
Al four outreach enpl oyees receive nailing,
printing, sone technol ogy support, and ot her

m scel | aneous services at no direct cost to these
| ndi vi dual prograns.

The Executive Budget Recommendation transferred
the SENDI T funding from Departnent (201) Public
| nstruction to the Informati on Technol ogy
Depart nent .

| nf ormati on Technol ogy Departnent has revi ewed
this fiscal note and recormmends 1 FTE be added
for the Director position of the proposed ETC
(Educati on Technol ogy Commttee). Funding for
this position can cone fromthe $2, 200, 000
requested in the ETC funding in | TD s budget.
