Approximately 30,000 nonresidents purchase North Dakota small game hunting licenses each year. About 38% or
11,500 of these hunters are under age 36. It isdifficult to determine how many of the 11,500 have & onetime
resded in North Dakota. Since many people have moved out of North Dakota, the number could be 20-30%. If
thisisthe case, the sde of resdent licenses to individua s who normally would purchase nonresidents would result in
areduction in revenue of $270,000 per year for the Game and Fish operating fund.
