The bill would increase the amount of allowable expenses that licensed gaming organizations 
deduct on their quarterly gaming tax returns.  The allowable expense limit would increase 
from the present fifty percent, to "fifty-three" percent, of the first two hundred thousand 
dollars of adjusted gross proceeds (gross proceeds less prizes).  Since the gaming tax is 
computed on the amount of "adjusted gross proceeds" that is not affected by the bill, there 
would be no fiscal effect.

For the gaming industry, there would be an increase of about $2.2 million in allowable 
expenses for the organizations and a decrease of about $2.2 million in net proceeds that 
organizations would disburse for charitable uses for the 2001-03 biennium.
