Thishill providesfor the issuance of one license plate instead of two for motor vehicles, resulting in areduced cost
to purchase and distribute license plates. The estimated cost savings would be $150,000 during most bienniums.
However, if the anticipated general issuance of license plates is authorized for the 2001-2003 biennium, the
estimated cost savings would be $720,000.
