SUMMARY OF ACTUARIAL INFORMATION: North Dakota Workers Compensation, together with its 
actuary, Glenn Evans of Pacific Actuarial Consultants, has reviewed the legislation proposed in this bill in 
conformance with Section 54-03-25 of the North Dakota Century Code.

The proposed bill removes subsection 4 of 65-05-32 which provides access to files for persons rendering 
assistance to the Bureau; removes social security number from the claim specific information that is available to the 
public; and provides for claimants’ names and addresses be released to claimant interest groups with board 
approval.

FISCAL IMPACT: Anticipate no significant impact.  May serve to increase administrative costs.
