This bill would require the Department to make orthodontic services available to Medicaid recipients if the 
orthodontic service would mitigate a significant functional impairment in drinking, eating, or speaking.  It is estimated 
that 53 adults will need this service each year.

Adult orthodontic services were not included in the 2001-2003 Executive Budget.  If this bill is passed the Medical 
Assistance grant appropriation would need to be increased $380,011, of which $114,497 are general funds. 
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
