HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 3003
(Legislative Council)

(Legislative Management Committee)

A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Council to study and develop a legislative redistricting
plan or plans for use in the 2002 primary election.

WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly has the primary responsibility for legislative redistricting;
and

WHEREAS, the demographic data necessary to complete the redistricting task must be based
on the 2000 federal decennial census; and

WHEREAS, the results of the 2000 federal decennial census will not be available to the
Legislative Assembly in sufficient time to permit the Legislative Assembly to consider a legislative
redistricting plan during the regular session of the Fifty-seventh Legislative Assembly;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF
NORTH DAKOTA, THE SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Council study legislative redistricting and develop a legislative redistricting
plan or plans for use in the 2002 primary election; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Legislative Council report its findings and
recommendations, together with any legislation necessary to implement the recommendations, to a
reconvened or special session of the Fifty-seventh Legislative Assembly.
