
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO ENGROSSED HOUSE BILL NO. 1349

In lieu of the amendments adopted by the Senate as printed on page 837 of the Senate
Journal, Engrossed House Bill No. 1349 is amended as follows:

Page 1, line 2, after "council" insert "; and to provide an appropriation"

Page 1, after line 10, insert:

"SECTION 2. APPROPRIATION - REFUND FUND TRANSFER. There is
appropriated out of any moneys in the attorney general refund fund from lawsuit
settlement collections in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of
$75,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, to the agriculture commissioner
for the purpose of developing and expanding agriculture in the classroom curricula, for
the biennium beginning July 1, 2001, and ending June 30, 2003. The funds
appropriated from the attorney general refund fund must be transferred to the
department of agriculture operating fund as requested by the agriculture commissioner."

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE OF AMENDMENT:

House Bill No. 1349 - Agriculture Commissioner - Senate Action

This amendment changes the funding source for developing and expanding the agriculture in
the classroom curricula. General fund moneys are replaced with funds received through the
Attorney General's office from the Indirect Vitamin Products lawsuit settlement.
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
