For PERS the only effect of this proposed bill will be to establish the administrative system 
to collect and average overtime contributions for the State Mill and Elevator ($7,300).   For 
the State Mill & Elevator the additional contribution payments on the overtime would run 
about $65,000 per year.

Elevator.

Elevator to make contributions to the retirement plan on the overtime payments.
