SB 2264 extends the effective date to issue bonds for only the Grand Forks flood control project through June 30,
2003. State Water Commission's gppropriation bill, HB1023, aso contains the bonding authority for the Grand
Forks project.

The Grand Forks flood control project was approved for $52 million. The State Water Commission expectsto
utilize $22 million of previoudy issued bond proceeds on this project. SB 2264 provides the authority to bond for
the remaining amount of $30 million.

Although extending the effective date would alow the State Water Commission to isssue $30 million of bonds, the
City of Grand Forks estimates the flood control project will only request reimbursement of $18.4 million through
June 30, 2003, with the balance needed in future bienniums.
