A popular device now used isa "bingo card marking
device" Thisisahand-held device that displays an eectronic picture of a paper bingo card and alows the player
to mark the card on the device when the bingo caler cdls the bingo letter and number for the game. The
adminidrative rules, adopted by the State Gaming Commission, regulate the use of bingo card marking devices by
organizations and players, and prescribe manufacturing specifications.
