This bill provides for a community health trust fund advisory committee of 11 members to be established to advise 
the state department of health regarding the community health grant program. Section 3 provides an appropriation 
for this advisory committee of $100,000 per biennium from the community health trust fund. This would include all 
meeting costs, reports, reviews, and recommendations completed by this committee. 
Section 4 of this bill provides an appropriation of $250,000 from the community health trust fund to the state 
department of health for the purpose of funding grants to cities and counties on a dollar-to dollar matching fund 
basis for city and county employee tobacco education and cessation programs. 

It is assumed that the appropriation for the community health trust fund will be appropriated in SB 2004.
