AN ACT to provide for a legislative council study of the state leasing of county court facilities.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. State leasing of county court facilities - Legislative council study. During the
2003-04 interim, the legislative council shall consider studying the leasing or renting of county court
facilities by the state or other political subdivision, including the possibility of counties retaining a portion
of fees collected by the counties in lieu of leasing or renting by the state or other political subdivision.
The legislative council shall report its findings and recommendations, together with any legislation
required to implement the recommendations, to the fifty-ninth legislative assembly.
