Thisbill establishes a pharmacy loan repayment program. Each year the state health council shall select two phar macistswho
aredigibletoreceivefundsover afour-year period, which may not exceed forty thousand dollars. One pharmacist must servein
acommunity having fewer than two thousand five hundred residentsand the other pharmacists must servein a community
having fewer than ten thousand residents. Thebill includes an appropriation for $80,000 for thisactivity, however year one of
the biennium would cost $20,000 and year two of the biennium would be $40,000 for atotal of $60,000. Fundsfor thisprogram
will be from the Community Health Trust Fund. Thebill also includes a continuing appropriation for the purpose of receiving
any conditional or unconditional gift, grant, or donation used towar d the repayment of pharmacists education loans.
