Senate Bill 2311 establishes the Oil and Gas Research Fund. The monies to be deposited into this Fund come from
the oil and gas gross production tax and the oil extraction tax. During the 03-05 biennium, if estimated revenues exceed
$65,415,659 from the above identified taxes, up to $4,900 will be deposited into the newly created Oil and Gas Research
Fund.

After the 03-05 biennium 3% of the identified tax revenues (up to $2,000,000) will be deposited into the Qil and Gas
Research Fund. If the identified tax revenues exceed $63,917,526 there will be no impact on the General Fund.

Costs for administering this fund and assisting the newly created Oil and Gas Research Council will come from the Oil
and Gas Research Fund.

and Gas Research Fund each biennium after the 2003-2005 biennium. This bill authorizes that during the 2003-2005
biennium up to $4,900 be transferred to the newly created Oil and Gas Research Fund.
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
