American Citizens; United States Hispanic Chamber of Commerce; Hispanic National Bar
Association; Hispanic Business Roundtable; and the Latino Coalition; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Estrada would be the first Hispanic in the country to sit on the United
States Court of Appeals District of Columbia Circuit, an important and prestigious position
within the nations' Court of Appeals; and

WHEREAS, after the Senate Judiciary Committee issued a favorable report to the
United States Senate, over a year-and-a-half has passed without a vote on the Senate floor
because of partisan politics, including a filibuster by Democratic Senators;
