If no
address for notices is stated in the claim, the notice may be mailed to the
last address, if any, of the claimant as stated in the claim. No notice of
denial need be given if the claim fails to state either the last address to
which notices are to be sent or the address of the claimant.

3. If a claim is allowed, the administrator shall pay over or deliver to the
claimant the property or the amount the administrator actually received or
the net proceeds if it has been sold by the administrator.

Documentation and information submitted by a claimant for the purpose of
proving ownership of the property is exempt from the open records law
under section 44-04-18.
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SECTION 10. AMENDMENT. Subsection 1 of section 47-30.1-35 of the North
