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CRIMINAL PROCEDURE FOR DRIVING WITHOUT LIABILITY INSURANCE 
 

The following chart follows the criminal procedure following a request by law enforcement for satisfactory proof of insurance after a crash or traffic stop.  The 
chart addresses the typical situations that arise and there are caveats that may occur and procedures that theoretically may be followed that are not addressed in 
the table.
