BCBS is the health carrier for the PERS plan. PERS submitted this bill to them to determine if it would have an effect
on PERS premiums for the 2005-2007 biennium. They indicated that it would and the additional premium required would
be $3.60 per contract per month. This is based upon an average cost of $1,100 for the screening (procedure and related
services). The utilization assumptions reflect the NDPERS demographics and follow the AMA clinical recommendations
of colonoscopy once every 10 years beginning at age 50, flexible sigmoidoscopy every 5 years beginning at age 50,
double-contrast barium enema every 5 years beginning at age 50, fecal occult blood testing every year beginning at age
50.
