HB 1341 as amended will have minimal fiscal impact. There will be an additional cost of about $1,600 for promulgating 
rules and some additional cost for sending notices to approved vendors for limited competitive, noncompetive, and 
cooperative procurements. It would cost an estimated $2,775 to mail notices for alternate procurements of $25,000 or 
more. We are unable to estimate the cost for sending notice for procurements under $25,000 since agencies have 
authority to make those procurements without the involvement of the State Procurement Office. These additional costs 
would not affect 05/07 appropriations.
